Due to the coronavirus pandemic and increasing digitization, the 
cinema industry has experienced a decline in recent years and it 
needs ideas to win back audiences and generate new viewers.

With our three awards, we put a spotlight on the relevance of sound 
design and music, the art of working with archive material and 
young film talents. Accredited Marketplace guests can follow the 
DOK.composition and DOK.archive live pitching sessions while 
DOK.talent takes place in a closed setting to protect the students’ 
initial contact with decision-makers.

One stage will be given over to project presentations and impulse 
talks that are open to everyone: at the Master‘s Pitch in partner-
ship with Documentary Campus eight outstanding international 
documentary projects will be pitched to the audience and to 
renowned jurors, who will provide feedback on the pitches and 
expert keynotes.
